“Working within the realms of a sculptural tradition where the symbolic use of animal imagery is a potent and continuous source, my
work creates allegories by, amongst other things, integrating the human form with animal forms. The resulting imagery holds both a
timeless significance and a contemporary relevance despite and because of our separation from the natural world. It is important for
me that my sculpture and drawings are accessible on an individual level as well as implicating more archetypal themes common to
human experience.” (Beth Carter)

For her first solo exhibition in Belgium, Beth Carter (UK) makes us wander through one of her preferred themes: the night. She explores
a world of shadows in which wander bizarre and hybrid creatures. This haunted universe powerfully evokes the products of our subcon-
scious, born in this small corner of our minds where dreams and nightmares come to life.

Beth Carter roots her inspiration in the enchanted and sometimes disrespectful world of childhood. Another powerful source would be
classic mythology, rewritten to invent new hybrid and anthropomorphic creatures. Each sculpture raises numerous questions and its
meaning can be reinterpreted endlessly in function of one’s mood, background or the eye of the beholder. To bring back sense, we reach
far within our own history, our personal references, fears or desires. Oddly enough, it is through animal features that Beth Carter con-
fronts us head on to humanity.
